Marketing Assistance programs partner with companies to develop and market their value-added products through trade 
shows and export-focused trade missions. 

The Growth Through Agriculture Program awards grants and loans to businesses and individuals for value-added 
agriculture projects. 

The State Hail Insurance Program insured 554,054 acres, totaling $37 million in crop value, in 2020. 

Agricultural Finance programs have a combined loan portfolio of more than $3 million. 

The Specialty Crop Block Grant Program awards $3 million to various marketing and research projects throughout the 
state for fruits, vegetables, peas and lentils, dried fruits, horticulture, and nursery crops, including floriculture. 

State Grain Laboratory completes tests for grade, protein, germination, falling numbers and vomitoxin for wheat, barley, 
canola, dry peas, lentils, garbanzo beans and various other commodities. Both the Great Falls and Plentywood facilities are 
authorized to completed official inspections for all domestic and foreign exports as an official agency of the Federal Grain 
Inspections Service under the USDA Agriculture Marketing Service. 

The Montana Wheat & Barley Committee typically hosts 15 foreign trade delegations and 60 visitors from seven nations 
that have an interest in purchasing Montana grains each year. The Committee invests in research and represents producers 
on trade policy, transportation issues, and market development. 

Food and Agriculture Development Centers assists Montana food and agriculture businesses innovate and grow 
businesses and develop products to ensure more of the state’s food, agricultural, and energy dollars circulate in state.

Each year the Agricultural Sciences Division issues:   

● 500+ pesticide dealer licenses and 12,000+ pesticide product registrations 
● 5,500 private and 1,500 commercial and government pesticide applicator licenses  
● 94 commercial honeybee beekeeper certifications and 6,464 apiary location registrations 
● 5,000+ plant health and export certificates 
● 922 nursery licenses to assure safe horticultural plant products 
● 3,000+ inspection certificates for more than 3,000,000 cwt of potatoes shipped for seed 
● 1,000+ feed manufacturer/distributor licenses and 11,000+ feed product registrations 
● 200 Commodity Dealer and Warehouse locations. 
 

 The Analytical Laboratory, located at MSU in Bozeman, reports results for 70,000 individual tests on 2,000 feed, fertilizer, 
soil, plant tissue and water samples per year. 

 The Pesticide Disposal Program assists homeowners, businesses, and producers in disposing of unwanted and unusable 
pesticides – a total of 757,948 pounds since 1994. 

 The Pesticide Container Recycling Program, designed to keep pesticide container plastic out of Montana’s landfills, 
collects and grinds cleaned and prepared #2 HDPE pesticide plastic from predetermined collection sites. The program has 
collected approximately 760,723 lbs. since 2009.  

 The Fertilizer Program annually issues licenses to over 650 businesses and registers over 5,500 fertilizer and soil 
amending products.  

 The Organic Program annually inspects and certifies over 300 producers and handlers as being compliant with USDA 
organic standards which allows access to local, national, and international value-added markets for organic food products. 

 The Noxious Weed Trust Fund annually distributes more than $2 million in grants for weed management, research and 
education from vehicle license fee, federal grants and interest received from the Noxious Weed Trust Fund principal. 

 The Food Safety Program implements the Food Safety Modernization Act through inspections, certifications, and 
trainings.  

 The Seed Program licenses seed locations for 731 Montana seed dealers and labelers.

Montana's 2020 population, at 989,415, was up 10 percent from 2010. Population density, measured in people per 
square mile, was 7.4 in 2020—eighth lowest in the United States. Montana's 58.0 million acres of land in farms and 
ranches ranks second in the nation behind Texas.

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Agriculture Remains Montana’s Number One Industry in 2020 

 
A comparison of selected Montana industries shows Agriculture continues to outpace all other industry sectors, although most 
sectors saw increased activity. The 2020 Value of Agricultural Sector Production increased to $4.6 billion, up 2 percent from last 
year. The total Value of Crop Production at $2.1 billion, is up 1 percent from last year and the Value of Animals, 
Products and Production at $1.6 billion is down 10 percent from last year. 

 
When comparing major industrial sectors in Montana, receipts were up in mining, but down in gas and oil, and travel. compared to a 
year ago. Mining showed a 7.0 percent increase, up $131.8 billion from the previous year. Gas & Oil showed a decrease of 44 percent, 
down $537.8 million from 2019. Non-residential Travel showed a decrease of 17 percent in 2019, down $631.8 million from 2019. 
Wood and Paper Products saw an increase from 2019, up 17 percent or $88 million.
